I pray my correspondence finds you well.  I write to you encamped within the battle hardened walls of Fort Macon having given skirmish with the brave boys of the Confederacy.  Outnumbered and visibly exhausted these gentlemen repelled our advances two times before succumbing to the battle cry of freedom.  The rebel yell was countered by the commands of our brave Captain Cole “Give ‘em the hot lead boys!”
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My mess mate Private Hicks (our comrades call him “Smokin’ Joe Atlas”) was commended for valor on the field of battle for throwing caution to the wind and venturing some forty foot lengths into a hail of enemy fire to retrieve Private Jacobs from the line.  Seems the enduring rigors of battle had stolen his ability to hear the command of “Fall Back!” and he remained the sole defense of our original line.  Pay no concern as he was givin’ em hell and old Johnny Reb couldn’t figure if he was crazy or valiant.  Later in camp I scoffed old Joe by telling him not to let his head get too big for that mean old First Sergeant Henkel would wail that his forage cap was too small.
